TODAY’S GAME:
It’s the season finale for Rutgers, which meets Notre Dame for the 24th time in his-

tory. The Irish hold a slight 12-11 edge in the all-time series, however RU is 7-1 on its
home floor. Notre Dame was victorious in the team’s most recent match-up, defeating
Rutgers 90-63 on Feb. 6, 2006 at the Joyce Center.

In their last outing, the Scarlet Knights fell to 10-18 overall and 3-12 in BIG EAST play,
following a 74-51 loss at Villanova on Feb. 24 at the Pavilion. The Wildcats were led by
guard Scottie Reynolds, who scored 25 points on 6-of-10 shooting from three-point
range.

Senior guard Marquis Webb led the Scarlet Knights with 12 points, followed by soph-
omore forward JR Inman with eight.  Senior forward Adrian Hill  and sophomore forward
Jaron Griffin each chipped in six points apiece, while Inman led in rebounding with a ca-
reer-high 14.

RU is led by a pair of double-digit scorers, Inman and Webb, as well as two others
scoring at least eight points per game. Inman, the team’s leading rebounder (7.3 rpg), is
averaging 12.1 points per contest. Inman’s rebounding average is 10th-best in the BIG
EAST. Webb is averaging 10.0 points per game, while Hill, RU’s second-leading rebounder
(6.5 rpg), chips in 9.5 points. Hill’s rebounding average ranks 19th in the conference. He
is shooting 64.1 percent from the field in BIG EAST games and 58.2 percent for the sea-
son, a mark which is sixth-highest in the league.

Griffin and sophomore guard Anthony Farmer round out the scoring with 8.8 and 7.9
points per game, respectively. Farmer is also the team’s assist leader with 3.1 per con-
test and is among the conference leaders, ranking 13th in assist/turnover ratio with 1.4.

Notre Dame enters this afternoon’s match-up with a 22-6 overall record and a 10-5
mark in BIG EAST play. The Irish are just 2-5 on the road in conference action, but
have won four-straight games and six of their last eight. Notre Dame leads all BIG
EAST teams in scoring, averaging 81.6 points per game.

Notre Dame’s offense is led by senior guard Russell Carter, who is averaging nearly
17 points per outing to go along with his 4.7 rebounds. The fourth-leading scorer in
the conference, Carter has started a team-high 27 of the Irish’s 28 games this sea-
son and is second on the team with 46 steals (1.6 pg). 

Colin Falls, a senior guard, has started all 26 games in which he’s played this season,
logging a team-high 33.6 minutes per outing. Falls is averaging 14.9 points and 3.0
rebounds per game. His .841 free-throw percentage leads the team and ranks sixth
in the conference. Falls’ scoring average is also 11th-best in the league.

Rob Kurz has started 26 games this season and has seen playing time in 27. The jun-
ior forward is averaging 12.9 points per game and his 8.0 rebounds per contest
ranks sixth in the BIG EAST. Kurz is also seventh in the conference in blocked shots
with 43 on the season.

Freshman guard Tory Jackson has seen playing time in all 28 games this season, in-
cluding 16 starts. He is averaging 7.4 points and 2.9 rebounds per game. His 113
assists (4.0 apg) are tops on the team and 13th in the conference, while his 52
steals (1.8 spg) place him sixth in the BIG EAST. 

Luke Harangody has started 12 games for the Irish this season and has seen playing
time in all 28. A freshman forward, Harangody is averaging 11.2 points and 6.3 re-
bounds in 19.9 minutes per game. He has 33 assists and 26 steals on the season. 

Like Jackson, sophomore center Luke Zeller has started 16 games and has seen
playing time in all 28. He is averaging 4.1 points and 2.3 rebounds per game in just
13 minutes of action per outing. Zeller is shooting .506 from the field and .410 from
three-point range.

NOTRE DAME, IND. - The Rutgers men's basketball team dropped a 90-63
decision to Notre Dame (11-10, 2-8 BIG EAST) at the Joyce Center. 

The Scarlet Knights (13-10, 3-7 BIG EAST) lost junior center Byron Joynes,
the team’s leading rebounder, eight minutes in after he re-aggravated a
foot injury.

The Scarlet Knights had another spectacular performance from junior
Quincy Douby. The guard topped the 20-point mark for the 16th time in 20
games with a game-high 27 points against Notre Dame. He added five re-
bounds, four assists and a steal, while making all eight of his free throw at-
tempts. The junior topped the 1,400-point mark for his career, passing
John Battle (1981-85) and Jeff Greer (1997-2001) to move into 13th
place on the Scarlet Knights’ all-time scoring list with 1,403 career points.

Junior Marquis Webb posted his eighth double-digit scoring effort in the
nine games with 14 points on 4-of-7 shooting from the field, connecting on
both of his three-point attempts and 4-of-5 free throws. Webb also regis-
tered five assists and four rebounds.

A depleted Rutgers squad met a hot shooting Notre Dame team that shot
59 percent from the field (33-of-56) and 48 percent from three-point
range (10-of-21). Torin Francis led four players in double figures for the
Irish with 21 points.

A LOOK AT NEXT YEAR’S CLASS
Four standout high school players have signed national letters of in-
tent to enroll in Rutgers University in the fall of 2007 and play basket-
ball for the Scarlet Knights under head coach Fred Hill.

The four-member recruiting class includes Corey Chandler of Newark
(N.J.), Earl Pettis of Pennsylvania, New York native Mike Coburn and
Justin Sofman from West Milford (N.J.).

Chandler, a 6-1, 180-pound guard, is a consensus all-state selection.
He provided the Scarlet Knights with their earliest verbal commitment
after announcing his intent to attend Rutgers prior to his junior sea-
son at Newark's Eastside High School. Rated the second best senior
in the state by NJHoops.com, Chandler is nationally ranked 55th by
HoopScoop, 77th by Sporting News/Rise Magazine and 86th by ri-
vals.com. He was a two-time All-Star at the prestigious Reebok ABCD
Camp and was recently tabbed as the Most Valuable Player at the
Eddie Griffin Challenge. A prolific scorer, Chandler averaged 21 points
as a junior at Eastside, and earned second team All-State honors from
the Star Ledger.

Pettis is a versatile 6-5, 195-pound guard from Philadelphia, who is at-
tending the Patterson School in North Carolina in 2006-07 before
joining Rutgers in the fall of 2007. A four-year starter and 1,000-point
scorer, Pettis averaged 14.2 points, 7.0 rebounds and 3.0 assists
per game as a senior at Neumann Goretti High School (Pa.). While
there he helped lead his team to back-to-back Philadelphia Catholic
League Championships. A two-time All-City selection, he shot 49 per-
cent from the field during his senior year and received first team All-
Catholic League honors, as voted by the league's coaches. A
consensus top 100 recruit while in high school, Pettis is now re-
garded as the nation's 21st-best fifth-year player by HoopScoop.

Coburn is a 6-0, 185-pound guard from Mt. Vernon High School in
New York. A five-year member of the varsity team, who began his high
school career as an eighth-grader, he is a four-year starter for Mt.
Vernon, which is ranked 18th in the nation. Coburn averaged 16.7
points, 6.5 assists, 3.0 rebounds and 3.0 steals as junior, while lead-
ing his team to the NY State Federation Championship. It was the sec-
ond consecutive title for Mt. Vernon. He is preseason Street & Smith's
first team All-Metro selection and a repeat all-county and all-state pick.

Sofman is a 6-4, 210-pound guard who is attending St. Thomas Moor
Prep in Connecticut. A former star at West Milford High School, he
averaged 22.7 points, 7.3 rebounds and 4.0 assists per game as a
senior. Sofman was a first team All-State Group III selection and first
team All-Passaic County by the Star Ledger and NJHoops.com follow-
ing his senior campaign. In addition, he was named one of the top five
shooters in the state by NJHoops.com. Sofman committed to Rutgers
prior to his senior year at West Milford.

"I'm very excited about this group of future Scarlet Knights," Hill con-
cluded. "Besides being great players, they are all winners. I am flat-
tered by the trust they and their coaches have in the Rutgers
basketball program. They will be great ambassadors on and off the
court."

2006-07 RUTGERS MEN’S BASKETBALL GAME NOTES

BALANCED SCORING
Rutgers has had at least four Scarlet Knights score in double fig-
ures in the same game in 10 of 28 contests this season. A sea-
son-high five Scarlet Knights hit the double-figure mark in scoring
twice, most recently against Seton Hall (1/27) and also against
Jackson State (11/21). Four Scarlet Knights registered double
digits in the scoring column against St. Thomas Aquinas (11/19),
Nebraska (12/2), Iona (12/16), Lehigh (12/22), Seton Hall
(1/3), Georgetown (1/17), West Virginia (1/31) and Cincinnati
(2/10). Rutgers is 6-4 in those contests. 

Sophomore forward JR Inman is the one constant as he recorded
double figures in all 10 of those contests. 

WEBB CLIMBS THE CHARTS
Marquis Webb moved into sole possesion of ninth place on Rut-
gers’ all-time list with 138 career made three-pointers.

In addition, Webb has made his mark on five other career record
charts, including three-point field goals attempted (seventh) assists
(ninth), free throw percentage (12th), steals (16th), and rebound-
ing (46th).

LINE IS KIND FOR WEBB
Senior guard Marquis Webb is shooting a team-best 84.1 percent
(58-of-69) from the free throw line this season, a mark which
ranks seventh in the BIG EAST. The senior has converted four or
more free throws in a game seven times this season, including a
season-high seven out of eight attempts against South Carolina
State (12/31) and Seton Hall (1/27). Webb has been perfect
from the line in a single game, 10 times this season. 

Webb had connected on 17-straight free throws, a streak which
began last season at Penn State (March 14, 2006) in the postsea-
son NIT and ended earlier this season against Nebraska on Dec. 2.

INMAN DOUBLING UP
Sophomore forward JR Inman, the team’s leading scorer and re-
bounder, has scored double figures in 21 of the 26 games he has
played this season. Inman is averaging 12.1 points per game. 

He ranks eighth in the BIG EAST in defensive rebounding (5.0 rpg)
and is tied for 10th in overall rebounding (7.3 rpg).

INMAN CONTROLLING THE GLASS
Sophomore forward JR Inman is averaging a team-best 7.3 re-
bounds per game. He has led the Scarlet Knights in rebounding in
13 of the 26 games he has played in, including a career-high 14
rebound effort at Villanova (2/24). 

HILL SHOWS HOT HAND
Senior Adrian Hill has increased his offensive efficiency as of late.
The forward boasts a 58.2 shooting percentage for the season
and a 64.1 percent clip in BIG EAST play (65.7 in last 10 games).
His shooting percentage currently ranks sixth in the conference.

KING OF THE HILL
Senior forward Adrian Hill has recorded his three career double-
doubles this season. Against both Lehigh (Dec. 22) and Syracuse
(Jan. 10), the forward registered 10 points and 10 rebounds.
Most recently, he posted a career-high 18 points and career-best
19 rebounds in RU’s win against Seton Hall on Jan. 27. Hill nar-
rowly missed his fourth career double-double as he grabbed a
game-high 13 rebounds to go along with eight points at Connecti-
cut (Feb. 3).

The 19 rebounds by Hill against Seton Hall were the most by a
Scarlet Knight since Dec. 6, 1989 when Keith Hughes (1989-91)
recorded 20 rebounds vs. St. Joseph’s. His rebounding total is also
the most ever recorded by a Rutgers player in a BIG EAST game

Hill is tied for 38th on the school’s all-time rebounding list with 443
career boards. He also ranks 14th in the BIG EAST in offensive re-
bounding (2.5 rpg) and 20th in overall rebounding (6.5 rpg).

FARMER REACHES TOP 25 ON ALL-TIME ASSIST CHART
Sophomore guard Anthony Farmer cracked the top 25 on RU's list
of all-time assist leaders against West Virginia (Jan. 31). Farmer is
currently 24th on the list with 209 career assists and three shy of
23th place, which is held by Earl Duncan (1989-91) with 212. 

MEMBER OF THE SWAT TEAM
Freshman center Hamady N’diaye owns a team-leading 47 blocks
this season. He has registered at least one block in 22 of the 28
games. The 6-11 center ranks sixth in the league (second among
freshmen) in blocked shots, averaging 1.7 per game. He posted a
career-high seven blocks in Ru’s win over Cincinnati (Feb. 10). 

N’diaye has a total of 14 multiple-block games this season. His 47
blocks rank 23rd on Rutgers’ all-time list. The 22nd spot is held by
current Scarlet Knight Byron Joynes with 52.

In addition, he owns the 17th-best single season mark (47). N’diaye
is eight shy of the school’s 16th-highest single-season block total
which is also held by Earl Clark (1995-96) with 55.

PROTECTING THE FIELD
The Rutgers defense has held its opponent under 40 percent
shooting from the field nine times this season, including five games
under 35 percent. The Scarlet Knights are 6-3 when holding their
opponent under 40 percent from the field. 

2006-07 NOTES

WEBB BECOMES 35TH TO JOIN 1,000 POINT CLUB
With eight points against Connecticut (Feb. 21), senior guard Mar-
quis Webb became the 35th member of Rutgers’ 1,000-point
club. He is currently 35th on the list of all-time scorers with 1,013
career points.

Webb is two points away from the 34th spot held by Andrew Kol-
basovsky (1992-96, 1,015).



SEEING AN INCREASED ROLE
Senior forward Adrian Hill, and sophomore forwards JR Inman and
Jaron Griffin have seen their minutes increase in 2006-07 from
the 2005-06 season.

Hill averaged 14.1 minutes per game in 2005-06 and is now aver-
aging 24.8 per contest. Inman’s playing time increased by six min-
utes, as he went from averaging 25.7 minutes per game to 30.8
this season.

Griffin has experienced the largest jump in minutes with his time on
the court more than doubling from a year ago. He has made every
start this season after starting just two games last year, going
from 13.3 minutes per game to 30.3. 

BIG EAST RECORD
The Rutgers defense held Cincinnati to 42 points on just 34.7 per-
cent (17-of-49) from the field on Jan. 7. It marked the lowest point
total by an RU opponent in BIG EAST history. The previous low
came in a Scarlet Knight win over USF at the RAC on Feb. 26,
2006 when the Bulls managed just 44 points against the Scarlet
Knights. 

DOMINATING THE BEARCATS
A highlight of RU’s defensive prowess came in a 54-42 victory over
Cincinnati on Jan. 7 when the Scarlet Knights held the Bearcats to
just two baskets in the first 11 minutes of the second half. 

BORN TO RUN
Against Seton Hall on Jan. 3, the Scarlet Knights easily erased an
18-point deficit with a 17-0 run in the first half, the most unan-
swered points for Rutgers this season. 

JOYNES WILL REDSHIRT 2006-07 CAMPAIGN
Rutgers senior center Byron Joynes, who has been sidelined with
an injured right foot, will sit out the remainder of the 2006-07 bas-
ketball season and will return to action next season.

“After meeting with Byron and his family,
along with our medical staff, we came to the
conclusion it was in Byron’s best interest to
red-shirt this season,” said Hill. “He contin-
ues to progress through the injury, and we
want Byron to take all the necessary precau-
tions and make a full recovery before return-
ing. While we're disappointed that Byron is
not playing for us this year, we're excited
that he will be returning for the 2007-08
season.” 

Joynes has competed the last three sea-
sons for the Scarlet Knights, and was a
starter at center in 2004-05 and 2005-06. Last season, the 6-9,
265-pound Joynes led Rutgers with 5.5 rebounds per game, and
grabbed at least 10 rebounds in six games last season. He suf-
fered a fracture of the fifth metatarsal in his right foot in the sum-
mer of 2006, which was subsequently surgically repaired. 

SUNDSTROM INDUCTED INTO RUTGERS HALL OF FAME
Regarded as one of the greatest rebounders in Rutgers history,
George “Swede” Sundstrom was inducted into the Rutgers Men’s
Basketball Hall of Fame during a special halftime ceremony at the
Rutgers-DePaul game on Jan. 13 at the Louis Brown Athletic Cen-
ter. 

He averaged 17.1 rebounds per game
during his three-year RU career – an all-
time best for the Scarlet Knights’ pro-
gram. He finished his 55-game career,
which spanned from the 1951-52 sea-
son through the 1953-54 season, with
942 rebounds, good for third-best all-
time. 

The 6-foot-5 Sundstrom averaged 20.6
rebounds per game as a senior in
1953-54, after pulling down 17.3 per
contest as a junior the previous season. Those two rebounding av-
erages are the top two single season marks in Rutgers history. 

Twice in his career, he pulled down 30 rebounds in a single game
– against Johns Hopkins in 1953 and Army in 1954, also Rutgers
single game records. Sundstrom grabbed an incredible 26 or
more rebounds in eight games during his career, and owns or
shares the top four single game rebounding records in Rutgers
history. 

Sundstrom averaged 10.7 points per game, totaling 588 points
for his career, and was second on the team in scoring as a senior,
averaging 13.8 points per game. The efficient big man, a native of
Elizabeth, NJ, also excelled from the foul line, converting 73 per-
cent of his free throws (214-of-293) during his career. 

Sundstrom became the 25th former Scarlet Knight standout to be
inducted into the Rutgers Men’s Basketball Hall of Fame.

SCARLET KNIGHT OFFENSE IGNITES AGAINST WEST VIRGINIA
Rutgers recorded its highest scoring output of the season against
a BIG EAST team with its 83 points against the Mountaineers (Jan.
31). It marked the most against a conference opponent since RU
scored 91 against Marquette on February 12, 2006.

The game also featured the Scarlet Knights’ third-best shooting
performance of the season as RU connected on 34-of-64 (53.1%)
shots from the field.

Fred Hill realized a life-long
dream by being named head
men’s basketball coach at
Rutgers University on March
27.

Hill, 47, served as Associate
Head Coach for the Scarlet
Knights in the 2005-06 sea-
son. Prior to his arrival at Rut-
gers in April, 2005, Hill spent
the previous four seasons as
an assistant coach at Vil-

lanova University, his final two seasons serving as associate head
coach. During his stint at Villanova, Hill played a major part in the
recruitment of Villanova’s highly-acclaimed recruiting classes of
2002 and 2003 while also playing a key role in on-court teaching
and in-game strategy. Villanova reached the Sweet 16 of the
NCAA Tournament in 2004-05 and reached the Elite Eight of the
2006 NCAA Tournament this season. 

“Growing up in New Jersey, becoming the head coach of Rutgers
University has always been a dream of mine,” said Hill. “It is an
honor and a privilege to be afforded this opportunity and I will work
incredibly hard to make this a program that will make us all
proud.”

Hill served three seasons (1998-2001) as an assistant coach at
Seton Hall University, where he was part of the staff that helped
steer the Pirates to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament in
2000 and secure the top-ranked recruiting class in the nation
that year. Hill has consistently been ranked as one of the top as-
sistant coaches in the nation by several publications in recent
years.

“Today is an exciting day for Rutgers University and its basketball
program,” said Rutgers Director of Athletics Robert E. Mulcahy III
at the March 27, 2006 press conference announcing Hill as head
coach. “By naming Fred Hill head coach, we feel we have posi-
tioned our program for unparalleled success in what is the na-
tion’s premier basketball conference. Fred brings outstanding
credentials to this position. I know he will be tireless in his efforts
to bring our program to the heights that an institution the stature
of Rutgers deserves.”

Prior to his stint at Seton Hall, Hill served seven years as an assis-
tant coach at Fairleigh Dickinson University, including his final
three seasons as associate head coach. In Hill’s final three sea-
sons at FDU, the Knights were 23-7 and captured the Northeast
Conference title.

A New Jersey native who attended Verona High School, Hill is a
1977 graduate of Verona High School and a 1981 graduate of
Montclair State College, where he was an All-Conference guard as
a senior on a team that reached the NCAA Division III Tourna-
ment.

Hill has also served as an assistant coach at the University of
Maine (1988-91), Marquette University (1986-88), Rider College
(1983-86) and Lehigh University (1982-83). His first college
coaching position was at Montclair State (1981-82). 

Coaching is in Hill’s bloodlines as his father, Fred Hill Sr., is the
long-time, highly-successful head baseball coach at Rutgers. In ad-
dition, his uncle, Brian Hill, is the head coach of the NBA’s Orlando
Magic.

Since coming to the BIG EAST in 1998, Fred Hill has made eight
straight postseason appearances, highlighted by a NCAA “Sweet
16” run at Villanova in 2005. One of the region’s top
recruiters, Hill has brought in two recruiting classes ranked among
the Top 5 nationally.

The Scarlet Knights, who never trailed, broke open an 8-8 tie early in
the first half with a 21-6 spurt, capped by a pair of free throws by
freshman center Hamady N’diaye, which gave Rutgers a commanding
29-14 advantage with 6:50 left in the opening stanza.
