Two minutes after being substituted into the game,
Archer made his presence felt, delivering a strike
from 30 yards out to tie the contest at 1-1. In an

as he collected a pass from sophomore Nate Bour-
deau and played it ahead to Kamara. The North
Brunswick native then settle the offering just out-
side the penalty area and beat NJIT for the game-
winner and his team-best sixth goal of the year.
Morgans made three saves in goal for Rutgers and
earned his second win, moving to 2-3.

Rutgers has 17 goals and 16 assists on the season.
RU is led by junior midfielder Yannick Salmon and
sophomore forward Ibrahim Kamara who each have
six goals each on the season. Sophomore Nate Bour-
deau has a pair of goals, while three other Scarlet
Knights round out the scoring with one tally apiece.

Sophomare goalkeeper Alex Morgan has started
the past five matches, posting back-to-back wins (2-
3-0] and picking up his first career shutout against
Clncinnati.

ABOUT LOUISVILLE:

In their previous match, Louisville hosted non-con-
ference opponent No. 25 Indiana. The Cardinals de-
feated the Hoosiers 4-0 last Wednesday night
recording their 10th shutout of the season. Two of
the goals for the Cardinals came from Colin Rolfe.
Freddie Braun and Mark Knight also contributed to
the win each scoring a goal.

Rolfe leads the Cardinals in scoring with 17 points
on eight goals and one assist. Knight is right behind
him with 17 points on six goals and five assists,
while Braun is in a close third with 14 points on six
goals and two assists.

ALL-TIME SERIES VS. LOUISVILLE:

Saturday's matchup marks just the fifth meeting
between Rutgers and Louisville. The Cardinals hold
a slight lead in the alltime series 2-1-1, however,
the Scarlet Knights won the most recent contest,
defeating UofL 2-1 at Yurcak Field in 2008.

COMING DOWN THE HOME STRETCH:

With their sights set on a return to the BIG EAST
Championship, the Scarlet Knights will play their
final three conference games of the regular season
over an eight-day span. RU will host two of those
three squads at Yurcak Field, which includes two
nationally-ranked tilts.

Entering Saturday’s game, Rutgers is 5-2 overall at
home and 3-1 when hosting BIG EAST foes.

RUTGERS OVERCOMES OFFENSIVE WOES:

The Rutgers offense recently hit a rough patch, hav-
ing not scored a goal in four straight games. RU
scored at least one goal in five of the first seven
games for 11 total goals during that span.

Rutgers was outscored 11-1 during its five-match
losing streak. The Scarlet Knights picked up their
11th tally at the 100:26 mark of the second over-
time against Seton Hall on Sept. 27. RU next found
the back of the net 389 minutes later when it scored
a goal in the 18th minute of the first half at No. 19
Brown on Oct. 13. The four-game scoreless streak
was the longest for Rutgers since the 1982 season.

Rutgers rebounded from its offensive struggles,
scoring three goals [second-most in a game this
season) in a 3-0 shutout of Cincinnati. Robbie
McLarney tallied his first goal of the season, while
Yannick Salmon chipped in with a pair of scores in
the win. The Scarlet Knights have won two-straight,
outscoring its opponents 5-1 in those matches.

SALMON LEADS RUTGERS UPSTREAM:

Junior Yannick Salmon has made a seemless tran-
sition into his newly expanded role in the offense.
The former defender is tied for the lead with six
goals on the season, including two game-winners.
Salmon also tallied his first collegiate assist in the
team’s season-opener. He has scored two goals in
one game twice, most recently in a 3-0 win over
Cincinnati in which the Westbury, N.Y. native was
named to the conference weekly honor roll.

KAMARA RETURNS TO FORM:

After managing just one goal during the 2008 sea-
son, forward Ibrahim Kamara has proven to be a
reliable goal-scoring option in 20089. A prolific
scorer in high school, he arrived at Rutgers late for
the beginning of preseason camp as a rookie and
took time to find his form. The sophomore dropped
significant weight during the offseason in prepara-
tion for 2008 and it has paid dividends.

Kamara tallied a pair of scores in the Scarlet
Knights’ season-opening win over Towson. He later
scored in RU’s 2-1conference-opening win over
Providence and tallied the game-winner in Rutgers’
2-1 victory against instate rival Seton Hall. The for-
ward tallied his fifth goal of the year in the first half

Kamara tied for the team-
lead with his sixth tally of the year against NJIT.

KNIBBS ORCHESTRATES OFFENSE:

Bryant Knibbs made the switch from defense to of-
fense and the move has paid off for RU. Knibbs leads
the team with four assists, two of which were on
throw-ins. He helped Rutgers defeat Providence in
overtime with an assist on the game winner and also
assisted in another RU win as the Scarlet Knights de-
feated Seton Hall. Most recently, Knibss tallied an as-
sist on a goal in the first half at No. 15,19 Brown and
a second half goal in the 3-0 victory over Cincinnati.

SCARLET KNIGHTS DROP FIVE IN A ROW:
The last time Rutgers lost five matches in a row
was during the 1975 season.

SCARLET KNIGHTS ON THE TURF:

Rutgers played three opponents in 2009, whose
home field features an artificial surface. BIG EAST
foes Seton Hall, St. John’s and DePaul each have
stadiums with a Fieldturf, playing surface, contrary
to the Scarlet Knights’ natural grass home Yurcak
field.

RU went 1-2-0 on the road against those teams.
The Scarlet Knights defeated Seton Hall in double
overtime 2-1, but suffered a setback at St. John's,
2-0 and DePaul 1-0.

ROUGH AND TUMBLE BIG EAST CONFERENCE:
The Scarlet Knights got out to a 3-0 record to start
conference play, defeating Providence, Connecticut
and Seton Hall. It was Rutgers’ best start to BIG
EAST action since the 1998 season when it won
three straight against Villanova, Notre Dame and
Pittsburgh. However, RU endured a brief setback,
dropping four-straight BIG EAST matches.

Rutgers is 3-1 at home in conference matchups as op-
posed to a 1-3 mark on the road against BIG EAST foes.

Additionally, the Scarlet Knights went scoreless in
four-straight conference matches, coinciding with
their five-game losing streak.

COMING THROUGH IN THE CLUTCH:

This season, Rutgers is a perfect 2-0-0 in overtime
matches. The Scarlet Knights defeated Providence
and Seton Hall by identical scores of 2-1, both in
double overtime.

RU was 2-1-3 in 2008 in games that went past the
90 minute regulation.

IN THE BIG EAST STANDINGS:

The top six teams in each division (Red and Blue)
will advance to the 12-team conference tourna-
ment at the end of the regular season. The first
round and quarterfinals will be held at the campus
site of the higher seeds on Nov. 4 and 7, while the
semifinal and cahmpionship will take place at Dlesk
Soccer Stadium on the campus of West Virginia.

Freshman goalkeeper Jake Grinkevich, who won the
starting job following an outstanding preseason
campaign, will miss the remainder of the 20089 sea-
son. Grinkevich suffered a season-ending leg injury
in the first half of the Scarlet Knights’ match
against conference foe Connecticut on Sept. 20.
Prior to his injury, Grinkevich had started the team’s
first six games, posting a 3-2-0 record, 17 saves
and one shutout.

GOALKEEPING BY COMMITTEE:

With the loss of Jake Grinkevich for the rest of
20089, the Scarlet Knights turned to a pair of soph-
omores in Adam Klink and Alex Morgans. Klink saw
his first collegiate action replacing Grinkevich in the
Connceticut game and went on to play in four con-
tests with a 2-2 record. Morgans, a transfer from
George Mason, spelled Klink in the second half of
RU’s loss to Syracuse and played very well, posting
three saves in his Rutgers debut. He has since
started the past three games.

Junior Yannick Salmon enjoyed a stellar weekend

Salmon was chosen as the NSCAA Player of the \Week
and BIG EAST Offensive Player of the \Week. He was
also selected as the College Soccer News National
Player of the Week and ECAC Player of the Week.

Primarily a defensive player in his first season with
the Scarlet Knights, Salmon had not scored a colle-
giate goal until the season-opener against Towson
(Sept. 1), however, this season he moved into a big-
ger role in the attacking third and it has paid divi-
dends for Rutgers.
